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Main Issues Covered
	The Collaboration between civil asset recovery actors and governmental actors through UN-based mechanisms like the UN Convention Against Corruption and legislative mechanisms such as the Dutch asset recovery trust fund.  An overview of the Dutch initiative for a Trust Fund on Asset Recovery as well as a comprehensive introduction to a proven civil asset recovery paradigm, specifically a “how to” while discussing the roadblocks and challenges, along with practical solutions, for use in the execution of a public corruption investigation and the initiation of an asset recovery operation to recover the proceeds of the crime.



Main Outcomes
	1. The identification of practical and policy considerations ahead of the upcoming Conference of the States Parties (Amman, 10-14 December 2006).

2. The identification of practical and political considerations at the outset of a public corruption investigation; identification of key personnel necessary for implementation of the asset recovery paradigm, investigative and forensic techniques successfully utilized in the context of a public corruption investigation and in the development of the civil case against putative defendants and targets.

3. The Identification of the varied and proven legal tools and remedies available in both common law and civil law jurisdictions for the securing and recovery of located misappropriated and secreted assets, inclusive of U.N.-based tools as found in the U.N. Convention Against Corruption and innovations such as the Dutch initiative for a trust fund on asset recovery.

4. The identification of successful anti-corruption and asset recovery cooperation between governmental entities and civil asset recovery teams, inclusive of a discussion regarding mutual legal assistance treaty (MLAT) requests and a discussion about the interplay and issues raised by simultaneous civil asset recovery efforts and criminal prosecutions.




Main Outputs

	1. A list of working issues in anticipation of the upcoming Conference of the States Parties (Amman, 10-14 December 2006

2. A thorough , yet concise, check list of practical and political considerations for workshops participants that suspect public corruption and who are considering executing an asset recovery plan of action to secure and recover the proceeds of the corruption as well as a check list of investigative and forensic techniques for discussion with potential investigative and forensic accountants experts being considered for retention as part of a civil asset recovery team, inclusive of a listing of potential stumbling blocks and “mine fields” to avoid.

3. A thorough, yet concise, check list of common law, civil law, U.N.-based and legislatively-enacted tools and remedies for discussion with civil counsel and others in the development of an asset recovery plan of action.

4. A thorough, yet concise, listing of recommendations for governmental officials faced with evidence of public corruption and considering the implementation of an asset recovery plan of action as well as legislative solutions to asset recovery such as asset recovery trust funds for the victims of public corruption.




Recommendations, Follow-up Actions

	1. To continue to familiarize workshop participants and policy-makers to the provisions of the U.N. Convention Against Corruption and the upcoming Conference of the States Parties (Amman, 10-14 December 2006).

2. Familiarize workshop participants to the global reach and speed of asset movement and secreting as a by-product of public corruption and to a proven, integrated and multi-disciplinary asset recovery paradigm, including but not limited to, an introduction to the paradigm’s key players and the “tools of the trade” inclusive of innovative U.N.-based tools and innovations such as the Dutch initiative for a trust fund on asset recovery.

3. Familiarize workshop participants with inevitable roadblocks and challenges encountered in the asset recovery paradigm.




Workshop Highlights (including interesting quotes)

	This presentation proved that there is a great opportunity for both the public and private sectors to join forces to provide a means to use asset recovery as a significant force to fight corruption.  However, it is not obvious that both public and private sector actors can work in conjunction and in a complimentary fashion to motivate and effect change by pursuing asset recoveries.  This workshop focused on educating both the public and private sector in the use of a concrete model to recover the proceeds of corruption.   
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
